7... he is
brought as a lamb to the slaughter, “Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he had
put him to grief: when He shall make his soul an offering for sin, ... because he
had poured out his soul unto death: ... and he bore the sin of many, and made
intercession for the transgressors.

1 Corinthians 15:3-4: ... that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;
and that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day ...

1 John 1:7 ... and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanses us from all sin.

Romans 5:9: ... being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath
through him.

Romans 4:7: ... Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins are
covered.

John 3:16: For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believes in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

John 3:36: He who believes in the Son has everlasting life; and he who does not
believe the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him."

In John 6:47, Jesus said, “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believes on me has
everlasting life.”

2 Corinthians 6:2: For God says, ... Today is the day of salvation. Believe!

Ephesians 2:8: For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of
yourselves; it 1s the gift of God,
