owerful world-changing events happening in rapid succession were prophesied in the Hebrew Bible over 

2,000 years ago signaling the last days before a 7 year tribulation, the Time of Jacob’s Trouble, begins 

unlike the world has ever seen. The Hebrew Bible foretold of a one world government, economy and  

religion ruled by an evil world leader described as the “man of lawlessness” (Daniel 9:26, 27). 
 

Why will this happen?  

How do we escape this coming destruction and be delivered from the wrath to come? The Hebrew Bible tells us how.  

God is Holy and the Source of eternal life. Man currently experiences separation (spiritual death) between himself  

and Holy God because of sin. For our sins are piled up before God and testify against us. We have turned our backs  

on God (Isaiah 59:12-13). For there is not a just man on earth who does good and does not sin (Ecclesiastes 7:20).  

The soul who sins will die (physically and spiritually) (Ezekiel 18:4). And as it is appointed unto men once to die,  

but after this the judgment: (Hebrews 9:27). God provides the means to avoid this coming judgment. 
 

Removing the sin barrier between man and God requires blood atonement.  

Leviticus 17:11: For the life of the flesh is in the blood,  … for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul. 
  

God sent the Messiah to provide that atonement through His sacrificial death for our sins.  

Isaiah 53:5-12: 5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: 6 … and the LORD  

has laid on him the iniquity of us all. 7  … he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, 10 Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise 

him; he had put him to grief: when He shall make his soul an offering for sin, 12 ... because he had poured out his soul 

unto death: … and he bore the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors. ... and the blood of Messiah 

Yeshua (Jesus) his Son cleanses us from all sin (1 John 1:7). But God commends His love toward us, in that, while  

we were yet sinners, Messiah died for us . 9… being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through 

him. (Romans 5:8-9). For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Messiah Jesus our Lord 

(Romans 6:23).  ... Messiah died for our sins according to the scriptures; 4 And that he was buried, and that he rose  

again the third day ... (1 Corinthians 15:3-4), (New Covenant/Brit-Chadashah), (Psalm 16:10).  
 
Salvation by Faith. For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in him 

should not perish, but have everlasting life (John 3:16). He who believes in the Son has eternal life; but he who does  

not obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him (John 3:36). For God has not appointed us to 

wrath, but to obtain salvation by our Lord Messiah Jesus (1 Thessalonians 5:9), (New Covenant).
