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JESUS IS GOD
There are  many Scriptures that prove 
Jesus is God.  The one that always 
comes to mind first is when Jesus told 
Philip who He was:
"When Philip said to Jesus, "Lord, 
show us the Father, and it sufficeth 
us."
Jesus said, "Have I been so long time 
with you, and yet hast thou not known 
Me, Philip?  He that hath seen Me hath 
seen the Father.  Sayest thou then 
show us the Father?"  John 14:8-9
You can't get any more clear than that!  
Here are more Scriptures:
"I and My Father are One."  John 
10:30
"Behold, a virgin shall be with child, 
and shall bring forth a son, and they 
shall call His Name Emmanuel, which 
being interpreted God with us."  
Matthew 1:23
"For unto us a child is born, unto us a 
son is given: and the govenment shall 
be upon His shoulders: and His name 
shall be called, Wonderful, Counselor,
The Mighty God, The Everlasting 
Father, The Prince of Peace."  Isaiah 
9:6

"I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning 
and the end, the first and the last."  Rev. 
22:13
"I, Jesus (who is God) have sent mine 
angel to testify unto you these things..." 
Rev. 22:16   
When Thomas recognized Jesus for who 
He is he said "My God, and My Lord!"  
John 20:28
When Paul said, "Who art thou, Lord?" 
Jesus said, "I am Jesus."  Acts 9:5
When Stephen was being stoned; "And 
they stoned Stephen, calling upon God, 
and saying, Lord Jesus, receive my 
spirit."  Acts 7:59
"For in Him dwelleth all the fulness of the 
Godhead bodily."  Col. 2:9
"God was IN Christ, reconciling the world 
unto Himself"  2 Cor. 5:19
Describes Jesus, Who being the 
brightness of His Glory, and the express 
image of His person..."  Hebrews 1:3  
Jesus said, "All power is given unto Me in 
Heaven and Earth."  Mt. 28:18
Jesus was worshipped.  He told satan 
only God was to be worshipped. "Thou 
shalt worship the Lord Thy God"  Mat. 
4:10
Jesus forgave sin and only God can 
forgive sins.  "I, even I, am He (God) that 
blotteth out thy transgressions..."  Is. 
43:25  

"Who can forgive sins, but only God?  
Mk. 2:7
Jesus healed the sick...only God can 
do that.
The devils even believe in One God.  
"Thou believest that there is One 
God; thou doest well: the devils also 
believe, and tremble.  James 2:19
"And immediately I (John) was in the 
Spirit: and, behold, a throne was set 
in Heaven, and ONE sat on the 
throne."  Rev. 4:2
"Hear, O Israel: the Lord our God is 
One Lord."  Deut. 6:4, Mk. 12:29    
"And without controversy great is the 
mystery of godliness: God was 
manifested in the flesh, justified in 
the Spirit, seen of angels, preached 
unto the Gentles,
believed on in the world, received up 
into Glory."  1 Tim. 3:16
"There is One God and Father of all, 
who is above all, and in you all.  Eph. 
4:6
"Before Me there was no God 
formed, neither shall there be after 
Me, I, even I am the Lord; and 
beside Me there is NO Saviour.  Is. 
43:10, 11
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"Look unto Me and be ye saved all 
the ends of the earth: for I am God 
and there is None Else."  Is. 45:72
"I am the Lord...and My Glory will I 
not give to another."

There is "One Lord, One faith, One 
baptism.  Eph. 4:5
"And the Lord shall be King over all 
the earth: in that day (day of 
salvation) shall there be One Lord, 
and His Name One."  Zech. 14:9

"And call no man your father upon the 
earth: for One is your Father, which is in 
Heaven."  Mat. 23:9
"And the scribe said unto Him, Well 
Master, thou hast said the truth: for there 
is One God; and there is None other but 
HE."  Mark 12:32
The Pharisees to Jesus,  "We have One 
Father, even God."  John 8:41
 "Seeing it is One God, which shall justify 
the circumcision by faith..."  Romans 3:30  
"We know that there is none other God 
but One."  1 Cor. 8:4
"Now a mediator is not a mediator of 
one, but God is One."  Galations 3:20
"For there is One God, and One 
mediator between God and men, the 
man Christ Jesus."  1 Tim. 2:5

Knowledge of this Truth only comes from 
Divine revelation to sincere Truth seeking 
hearts.  God, the invisible Spirit, has 
revealed Himself by manifestations.  God 
has manifested Himself in mostly three 
positions.  The Father in Creation, the 
Son in incarnation, and the Holy Ghost in 
emanation.  Emanation means to issue 
forth from a source.  As the Holy Ghost, 
God is issuing forth from His Substance 
to fill hearts of people today.   

The purpose of God making 
Himself a body was to provide a 
blood sacrifice without sin for the 
redemption of man.  "Without 
shedding of blood there is no 
remission of sins."  Hebrews 9:22

Is Jesus In the Godhead or is the 
Godhead in Jesus?  If the 
Godhead is in Jesus there can only 
be One person.  "For In Him 
dwelleth all the fullness of the 
Godhead bodily."  Col. 2:9  
Jesus had a Divine Will and a 
Human Will or Nature.  He was both 
God (Spirit) and man (flesh).  The 
Divine was still in Heaven at the 
same time.  As man, Jesus Christ 
prayed to His Divine nature.

It's true whether you understand it 
or not.  Jesus is God.   Just 
believe what you read in your Bible 
and don't question it.  If it confuses 
you, you just need to understand it 
better.  
We don't always understand 
everything perfectly.  We always 
have more to learn and 
understand. 
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
