
THE ROLE OF 
THE HOLY BIBLE

What role does the Holy Bible play in 
our lives and what really is it for?
Most people donʼt really get the 
depth of this all important question.
In other Words What is itʼs purpose!
 
Some people think that you need to 
read as much as they can every day 
to see who reads the most so that 
they can brag about that and believe 
that they have really accomplished 
something.  And that donʼt take the 
time to pause and really let the Holy 
Spirit reveal itʼs great depth.  
You can receive layer upon layer of 
meaning the more times you read 
the same verse, if you are reading 
the Authorized King James Bible.  
The only Bible that is pure, and 
unaltered, nothing deleted or added 
and preserved for us by God to give 
us a deep meaning of what He is 
saying to us.
 
If you want volumes of depth when 
you read your Bible, read the Original 
King James Version.  Itʼs so simple to 
understand and itsʼ so very beautiful 
to read.  Studies have shown that 
even a 5th grader can understand it!  
It has been carefully copied, 
accurately from the writers 
languages, and preserved by God 
for us.  He didnʼt need others 
rewriting it and giving their own 
opinion of what it meant and making 
revisions.  It says in Deuteronomy 
4:2 & Proverbs 30:6 & Revelation 
22, verse 19 that you will be 
punished and possibly not be saved 
if you add unto Godʼs Word or 
change it in any way.
You may think that you have to figure 
it out by yourself, but did you know 
that the Holy Spirit is right along side 
of you when you read it with a hungry 
heart and revealing what it means 
little by little as you keep turning to it 
and reading and sincerely wanting to 
understand what it means?

And also a Strongʼs Concordance 
Dictionary is available to look up what 
each word means if you want to know 
more clearly the meaning of some verses 
and words.
 
God has given us this wonderful gift to 
help us to get where He expresses to us 
His perfect Will for our lives, and It is a 
revealing Guide for how we are 
supposed to think and act in our lives. 
 
This describes what the Word of God 
does:
“For the Word of God is Quick, and 
Powerful, and Sharper than any two-
edged Sword, piercing even to the 
dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of 
joints and marrow, and is a Discerner of 
the Thoughts and Intents of the Heart!”  
Hebrews 4:12
 
I invite you to really take some time and to 
read it Slowly, one word at a time and let it 
really get into your mind how powerful 
this Book is!
I canʼt even describe it, it is sooo Deep 
and Sobering! 
I find that as I read it, it READS me!  And 
indeed it can make you squirm and step 
back and say to yourself, “How did it 
know THAT ABOUT ME!
Iʼd better really pay attention to what it is 
saying and obey it…This is Serious 
Business… this Word of God!  These are 
Godʼs Very Words!”
There is no getting around it when you 
really read it with a sincere, hungry heart 
you will be sobered by it.  But as you 
keep reading and seeking Truth in it and 
wanting to obey what it says; then you 
will find all the wonderful scriptures of all 
His mighty promises and Verses of 
comfort and the encouragement and 
great love and faithfulness that Jesus 
has for you. 
The more you read it you will fall more 
and more in love with the One True 
God…JESUS!  And you will get so that 
you canʼt wait to sit down and read it and 
ponder on it and search for more of this 
inspiring, lovely Word which now has 
become your very reason for living!  You 
wonʼt be able to get enough of it!  You 
will become hungrier and hungrier for the 
milk of the Word of God, if you will receive 
this awesome blessing!  It will become 
like as a liquid Fire in your bones and you 
will know that you Really have the life 
giving thing that everyone needs right 
here in your hands!

 

 
And you will want to share and 
do everything that it says in it.  
You wonʼt be able to keep your 
mouth shut!  You will want to tell 
everyone about the lovely Jesus 
and that He has died for their 
sins to provide Salvation for 
them, the more you read and 
pause awhile and let what you 
read really Absorb into your 
being! 
As a former shy person I am now 
bold in telling everyone now 
awesome Jesus and His love 
and His Salvation are!  The 
hunger to help spread Godʼs 
love and His promises of 
Salvation through repentance 
and surrendering your life to 
Jesus will just spill over and you 
will become bolder and bolder as 
time goes by with practice.  All 
you have to do is just to “step 
out” and start to do it.  One 
person at a time…sharing Jesusʼ 
love and loving others.
Itʼs really is like a burning thing!  
With practice, it really takes ahold 
of you and you want to just keep 
doing it…keep loving and doing 
for others and telling people that 
they can have the wonderful joy 
and peace that you have found.  
And you Will find to your 
surprise, yourself doing it more 
and more!
 That is really what Jesus wants 
us to be doing.  You can never 
go wrong by doing that!  Jesus 
will give you the desire to do 
what you are meant to do.  You 
wonʼt be doing it alone.  He will 
be right along side of you 
encouraging you on.
Letʼs get back to the Holy Bible:  
By staying in the Word it will 
Renew your mind.  You have to 
keep reading and going back to 
the Word to keep everything in 
the right perspective so you 
donʼt get off the right path, and 
get deceived by what you might 
think rather than what agrees 
with the Word of God.

Ephesian 4:23, 24

to get Wisdom then Gold! And to 
get understanding rather to be 
chosen than silver!  Proverbs 
16:16
 
If you are wondering about what 
happens when you die, this verse 
very clearly tells you:
 
“And as it is appointed unto men 
ONCE to DIE, but after THIS the 
JUDGMENT!”  Hebrews 9:27
 
How should we live?  “Thy Word 
have I Hid in mine Heart that I might 
not sin against Thee.”  Psalm 
119:11
 
What is the Word of God to us?  
“How Sweet are Thy Words unto 
my Taste!  yea, Sweeter than 
Honey to my Mouth!”  Psalm 
119:103
 
Itʼs also good to pray for these 
thing often but it is not to be 
repeated without thought or 
repetitively:
 
Jesus said, “When ye pray, say, 
Our Father which art in Heaven, 
Hallowed be Thy Name.  Thy 
Kingdom come, Thy Will be done, 
as in Heaven, so in Earth.  Give us 
day by day our daily bread; And 
forgive us our sins; for we also 
forgive every one that is indebted 
to us.  And lead us not into 
temptation; but deliver us from 
evil.”

2 Timothy 2:15
We are to study it so that we Know 
what the Truth is.  You wonʼt know 
how to follow Jesus if we donʼtʼ 
Know our Bibles!
Can you believe and trust the Holy 
Bible? 
 “Knowing this first, that no 
prophecy of the Scripture is of any 
Private Interpretation.”
“For the prophecy came not in old 
time by the Will of Man: but Holy 
men of God spake (and wrote it 
down) as they were moved by the 
Holy Ghost      2 Peter 1:20, 21
What is the Holy Bible for? 
 “And from a child thou hast known 
the Holy Scriptures, which are able 
to make thee Wise unto Salvation 
through faith which is in Christ 
Jesus.”
 “All Scripture is given by 
inspiration of God, and is profitable 
for Doctrine, for Reproof, for 
Correction, for Instruction in 
Righteousness”
2 Timothy 3:15, 16

 What attitude are we to have about Jesus 
and the Gospel?

“For I am not Ashamed of the Gospel of 
Christ: for it is the Power of God unto 
Salvation to every that believeth;  to the 
Jew first (It was offered first) and also the 
Greek. (which covers us)
 
“For therein is the righteousness of God 
Revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, 
The Just shall Live by Faith.”  Romans 
1:16, 17

I urge you to read the rest of Romans 1.   It 
is powerful!
What does Jesus promise to those who 
come to Him for Salvation?
 
“And being made perfect, He became the 
Author of Eternal Salvation unto ALL them 
that OBEY Him.”  Hebrews 5:9
Take some time and really ponder on the 
deep meaning of these verses!
 
The Bible has all the answers to ALL your 
questions.  You have to be reading it and 
learning it so that you know it, so that you 
can more easily find what  Truth you are 
searching for at the time and keep reading 
your Bible so that you will find more things 
that reveal more of this Truth that you need 
to nourish you, so that you will be able to 
school your mind in what it says. 

The Word of God is like a precious treasure 
chest filled with jewels and nuggets of gold 
full of great spoil, which will cause us to 
Rejoice!
 
“I Rejoice at Thy Word, as one that findeth 
Great Spoil!”  Psalm 119:162

“Thy Entrance of Thy Words giveth Light; It 
giveth understanding unto the Simple.”  
Psalm 119: 

“Thy Word is a lamp unto my Feet and a 
Light unto my Path.”  Psalm 119:105
 
(Notice: The Word of God is very simple to 
understand!  And Spiritual “Wisdom is the 
Principal thing; therefore with all thy 
getting, get understanding!”  Proverbs 4:7
 
Most importantly, “The Fear (respectful, 
healthy) of the Lord is the beginning of 
Wisdom: and the knowledge of the Holy is 
understanding.”  Proverbs 9:10
